Structural Plan Review I
This full day course covers the general design requirements 
including referenced standards, structural test, special 
inspections, soils, foundations and the various structural 
materials code provisions.  This course is designed for structural 
plan reviewers and design professionals.  It is recommended 
that this class be taken after the Fundamental Structural Plan 
review class.

Structural Plan Review II
This full day course will cover advanced design and plan review 
techniques.  It will also discuss code and design standards 
provisions including wind and seismic provisions and the 
respective special detailing and inspections requirements.  
This course is designed for structural plan reviewers and 
design professionals.  It is recommended that this class be 
taken after the Structural I Plan review class.
	
Uniform Housing Code (UHC)
This half-day course is an in-depth look into to the UHC.   
Designed for the building inspector or code enforcement 
officer.  This half-day course will expose the student to the 
complex relationship between the UHC and Title 24, the 
Health & Safety Code, and other pertinent California Codes.  
Students will also explore the technical requirements of the 
UHC during this seminar.  This course applies toward the Code 
Enforcement and California Codes Credentials.

Historical Building Code
California’s Historical Building Code (Title 24, Part 8) 
provides a basis for exempting historical structures from 
the regular code requirements in certain circumstances.  
The recent rewrite of this code has resulted in numerous 
substantial changes of which every plans examiner, 
building inspector, and building official should be aware. 
This half-day course will provide a point-by-point analysis 
of all 10 chapters of the recently-reformatted code. 
Additionally, the role of the State Historical Building 
Safety Board will be examined, as well as a review of some 
of the more notable case precedents established by the 
Board over the past 20 years.  This course applies toward 
the Building Official, Field Inspector, Plans Examiner and 
California Codes Credentials.

Home Care Facilities & Assisted Living Centers 
This course is an overview of design and Code related 
issues for Residential Care Facilities 
for the Elderly. It provides a 
foundation for understanding the 
function of and use of Residential 
Care Facilities. Current trends involve 
converting single Family Residential 
units into Residential Care Facilities 
for the Elderly as well as the design 
and construction of Standalone 
care facilities. This course covers 
the specific code requirements for 
Plan review and general design 
approaches for facilities in general. 
Assisted Living is a licensed residential 
setting that provides 24 hour care 
and supervision to seniors who need assistance, but 
do not require around the clock nursing care. Assisted 
Living communities provide assistance with activities of 
daily living, medication management, social activities, 
housekeeping, meals, transportation, and may offer 
dementia care programs and health-related services.  
Assisted Living communities in California are licensed 
Residential Care Facilities for the Elderly (RCFEs) and 
are regulated by the Department of Social Services. 
Inspections by state officials, staff training and certification 
requirements, family and community involvement, and 
ongoing assurance efforts work together to help ensure 
quality care. 

Housing Accessibility (formerly Multifamily 
Accessibility)	
A must for designers, plan checkers, field inspectors, and 
builders of multifamily residential projects in California. 
This full-day course covers accessibility requirements 
for multifamily residential projects, contained in the 
California Building Code. Emphasis is placed on the 
detailed requirements for paths of travel, parking, access 
to and within adaptable dwelling units including accessible 
plumbing, electrical and mechanical requirements. 
Accessibility requirements in the common and public 

use areas will be examined in depth. Site impracticality 
tests will also be presented and explored. This course 
applies toward the Building Official, Field Inspector, 
Plans Examiner, Design Professional and California Codes 
Credentials.

Legal Aspects and the Building Department
This half-day class is designed to assist and guide 
building department personnel in legal responsibilities 
and duties. Actual case law involving jurisdictions will 
be presented and discussed. Current legal issues facing 
building departments will be identified and addressed. 
Constitutional law will be reviewed as it relates to 
jurisdictions and the actions of building departments. 
This course applies toward the Building Official, Field 
Inspector and California Codes Credentials.

Legal Issues for Code Enforcement
This full-day course provides an overview of Code 
Enforcement and discusses the many aspects of how 
Code Enforcement is utilized within your community.  As 
well as addressing the legal requirements of preparing, 
procedures and relevant Case Law to support obtaining 

an Administrative Inspection Warrant.  
This course applies toward the Code 
Enforcement Credential.

Nonstructural Plan Check 1 
This full-day course will cover a study 
of the techniques, methodologies, 
and related codes for plan check 
of residential and light commercial 
occupancies. Perfect for the beginning 
plans examiner, building inspector, or 
designer wishing to expand his/her 
knowledge of the plan check process. 
This course is offered twice at Education 
Week North and South and applies 

toward the Building Official, Design Professional, Counter 
Technician, and Plans Examiner Credentials. Students 
should bring a calculator.
	
Nonstructural Plan Check 2 
A continuation of the principles of plan check as introduced 
in “Plan Check 1.” The focus of this full-day class is on 
actual plan check techniques and “hands on” plan check 
experience. Students will be given the opportunity to 
participate in class discussion and roundtable activities 
related to plan check. Plan check 1 is recommended first. 
It is assumed that the student will have a moderate level 
of experience with the California Codes. Please bring a 
current edition of the California Building Code. As with 
Plan Check 1, this course will be of interest to those who 
wish to expand his/her knowledge in the area of plans 
examination. It is offered twice at Education Week North 
and South and applies toward the Building Official, Design 
Professional, and Plans Examiner Credentials.

Over the Counter Plan Check
This full-day course will focus on plan check issues for 
the counter technician.  Simple plan checks, such as patio 
covers, swimming pools, retaining walls, balconies, and 
signs, will be covered.  Additional course topics include 

plan check processing, coordinating with other departments 
and plan check approval procedures.  This course applies 
toward the Counter Technician Credential.

Permitting and Inspecting Code-Compliant Photovoltaic 
Systems
The purpose of this workshop is to help the audience better 
understand the NEC requirements for designing and installing 
PV systems.  The workshop is designed for building inspectors, 
plan checkers, fire officials, PV installers, designers, engineers, 
and architects who wish to stay on top of the latest code 
compliance issues that help facilitate safe and long-lasting 
PV systems. Participants will be provided with an intensive 
overview of the codes and standards that govern small-scale 
solar electrical generation.  Primary focus is on the National 
Electrical Code (NEC), including the 2005 and 2008 updates to 
the NEC with a permit and inspection guideline provided to 
organize the process. 

Receivership 
This half day class discusses the legal process through which 
title to a piece of real property is temporarily taken from the 
owner and placed with a court appointed officer - the Receiver. 
Learn how receiverships are used  for severely substandard or 
abandoned properties posing an imminent threat to health 
& safety.  Receivership is used when the owner or occupant 
(1) has a history of non-compliance with enforcement agency 
orders to abate; (2) is physically or mentally unable to comply 
with enforcement agency orders to abate; or (3) is unable 
to be located to comply with enforcement agency orders to 
abate. This course reviews how you can utilize receivership and 
additional resources for no additional cost to the jurisdiction. 

Retail Tenant Improvements: Egress, Access, and Energy
This course covers the plan review of retail tenant improvement 
drawings associated with single story outdoor shopping centers 
typically called “Factory Stores.” It covers typical requirements 
associated with changes that are required for egress, access 
and energy for this type of retail tenant improvement 
application.  Typical issues not addressed in design relate 
exiting through store rooms, tactile signage, aisle width, 
accessible transaction stations, dressing rooms, toilet facilities, 
and energy requirements for the lighting design (review of the 
tailored method for lighting requirements).
