For the past four years, CALBO has taken the same actions at the state level, working with the State Legislature and Governor Schwarzenegger to declare California Building Safety Week, recognizing the importance of our profession, particularly when state laws and regulations are considered.  

This year is no different, and CALBO again reminds our members of the importance of celebrating May 4-10, 2008 in your communities by declaring California Building Safety Week.  

California Building Safety Week means something different to each community.  Some jurisdictions send inspection staff to local hardware stores and retailers, seeking to assist consumers with purchases that will increase the safety of their homes.  Some building departments have even constructed models, similar to CALBO’s Build It Right walls, showcasing good construction verses substandard construction.  CALBO has heard of some Building Officials and Building Department Directors going on closed-circuit local television stations and radio broadcasts, discussing the importance of obtaining permits and inspections.  There are many ways to celebrate California Building Safety Week, and similar to years past, CALBO wants to assist you with a few tools.
