On	Tuesday,	March	7,	2023	during	the	61st	Annual	Business	Meeting	in	San	Diego,	
California,	the	Class	I	members	present	under	a	declared	quorum	voted	to	ratify	the	
organizational	Bylaws	of	California	Building	Officials.		Pursuant	to	the	current	and	
enforceable	Bylaws,	within	fifteen	(15)	days	of	this	affirmative	vote,	all	Class	I	members	
entitled	to	vote	must	be	offered	a	letter	ballot	to	Support	or	Oppose	this	action.	
	
Should	a	two-thirds	(2/3)	majority	of	all	ballots	received	affirm	the	action	of	the	voting	
membership	at	the	61st	Annual	Business	Meeting,	the	Bylaws	will	be	ratified.		
Subsequently,	a	majority	of	ballots	received	in	Opposition	will	result	in	a	failed	effort	to	
change	the	Bylaws,	as	proposed.		Per	the	Bylaws,	all	ballots	must	be	received	within	thirty	
(30)	days	of	Annual	Business	Meeting	closing,	or	Thursday,	April	6,	2023.
